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Concord Adex Survivors’ Fund

2021 Bursary Application

A. Introduction:
The Concord Adex Survivors’ Fund (“Funds/Bursary”) is an initiative of The Seeds of Hope Foundation, a registered Canadian charity. 

The Concord Adex Survivors’ Bursary Fund Oversight Committee (“Committee”) is currently a committee of 6 volunteers and a committee advisor with broad expertise in the legal, financial, marketing, project management, education, and social work professions. The Committee reports to the Executive Director of the Seeds of Hope Foundation, Kimberly Curry.

The role of the Committee is to administer a bursary to assist survivors of human trafficking by providing financial assistance for their educational and vocational training and to account to the fund’s donors regarding the use of their donations.
B. Purpose: 
The goal of the Committee is to support survivors of human trafficking by providing financial aid towards their educational and vocational training. 

Human trafficking involves the recruitment, transportation, harbouring and/or exercising control, direction, or influence over the movements of a person in order to exploit that person, typically through sexual exploitation.

Bursaries approved by the Committee are for a maximum amount of $10,000 CAD per applicant per year. Funds will be paid directly to an approved educational institution to cover the cost of tuition fees and applicable directly-related educational costs, such as books and lab fees. Any funds that are not used will be returned directly to the Concord Adex Survivors’ fund. 

Bursaries are granted on a term-by-term basis.  The Applicant must file a new application for each term of study. 

The Committee is most interested in an applicant’s readiness to take on the challenges of education and/or vocational training as well as a demonstrated financial need. The questions below are directed at the applicant’s chances of success in their pursuit of an education. The Committee would like concrete examples of the applicant’s progress in exiting human trafficking. 

C. Guidelines for Completing Application:
1.
Bursary applications are due 90 days before the tuition payment due date as set by the institution. In certain situations, consideration will be given to late applications. 
2.
Please refer to the application process below for a list of eligibility requirements and supporting documents needed (i.e., application letter of introduction, letter of reference, personal essay, etc.). Incomplete applications will not be considered.

3.
If any of the questions do not apply to you in this application, please put ‘N/A’ in the space provided.

4.
Please type or print legibly. Illegible applications will not be considered. 

5.
The recipient of a Concord Adex Survivors’ Fund Bursary will be notified of their selection as soon as practicable.

D. Eligibility Requirements: 
1. Applicant must have applied to study in an accredited public academic and/or vocational program in the Province of Ontario. 

2. Applicant must be working with a recognized agency that supports survivors of human trafficking (letter of support required from the agency).

3. Applicant must demonstrate ambition to pursue and obtain a post-secondary education. 

4. Applicant must have applied to their desired program at the time of their application. Proof of acceptance must be provided prior to the awarding of the bursary.

5. Applicant must maintain a C average (60 – 64%) grade during their program of study in order to reapply for the bursary for subsequent semesters/terms of study.

6. Applicant must agree to work with an assigned Financial Coach to assist them with developing a financial plan and money management skills. This is intended to ensure successful completion of their education and will be provided at no cost to the applicant. 

E.  Application Process:  
1. Completed application form (if handwritten, please print legibly).

2. Letter of Support from a person with significant knowledge of applicant’s character, educational, or professional experience.

3. Personal Essay. In your essay, please answer the questions posed on the form. Limit to 500 words in total.

4. The caseworker may be contacted for further clarification on the application.

G . Completing your Application:
All fields marked with an Asterisk are mandatory. 
Personal Essay section must address both questions, including: 1) A description of yourself, your preferred area of study, and your career-related goals, and 2) a description of where you see yourself in 5 years, including the steps you would take to 
achieve this vision and how your life would be positively impacted if you were a recipient of this bursary.

Applications must be signed and forwarded to your supporting advocacy agency for completion of their section. 
Once they have completed their section they are to submit both your application and their supporting reference documents to bursary@survivorsfund,.ca
Applications that are sent directly by an advocate and/or not signed by both the applicant and their supporting advocacy agency WILL NOT be reviewed.
